
 
 

PLANTED  BY  THE  LIVING  WATER 
 

 
OBJECTIVE:  Women will be challenged to live rooted in and flowing 
with the living water that enables an abundant and fruitful life.     

 
SCRIPTURAL EMPHASIS:  Jer. 17:7,8   Blessed is the man who 
trusts in the Lord, whose confidence is in him.  He will be like a tree 
planted by the water that sends out its roots by the stream...and 
never fails to bear fruit. 

 
DECORATIONS :  To carry out the idea of bearing fruit, decorate with 
grapevines and baskets of either artificial or real grapes.  You may 
want to purchase material with a grapevine pattern and use other 
accent colors that will blend, such as green and purple or burgundy.  
Other accent items could be Bibles and devotional material. 

 
FAVOR:  Purchase tiny grapevine wreaths, green and burgundy ribbon, and a 
wild berry spray.  Tie the ribbon into a bow and cut the berry spray into small 
"clusters" of "grapes."  Glue gun the bow and cluster to the wreath.  Your 
ladies may enjoy assembling this favor as they come in. 
 
MIXER:  Ladies could briefly share a Bible verse that has nourished fruit in 
their life. 
 
MUSIC :  Ask a lady to sing a song that testifies to her spiritual growth.  She 
could give a short introduction as to why.  Praise and worship songs could 
include:  “As the Deer,” “Cry of My Heart,” “Power of Your Love,” “In the 
Garden,” “Thy Word,” “Step by Step.” 
 
PROGRAM HIGHLIGHT:  Ask a lady to give her testimony using the scripture 
from Jer. 17:5-8.  She could share how barren life was when she was not in the 
Lord’s will and how blessed, abundant, and fruitful it is under His will.  An 
illustration of this is to display a distressed plant and a healthy plant.  Another 
option would be to use the book Secrets of the Vine by Bruce Wilkinson as a 
basis for your devotional talk. 
 
MENU :  Potluck salad luncheon.  Be sure to include fruit! 
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
